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Introduction: The scheduling functionality in the Meetings module is a very useful function that is not extensible through Studio. This tutorial will go through the steps required to add new fields to the scheduling section of the Meeting module. The steps can also be used in other modules that use the scheduling code but my require changes. 
Copy the original JS source

First you will need to get the uncompressed JS file from the source files dir and copy it to the Meetings module. This is done so that you can easily read and edit the file while customizing. 
1. Browse to <install dir>\jssource\src_files\modules\Meetings
2. Copy jsclass_scheduler.js to <install dir>\custom\modules\Meetings ( Create this folder if it does not exist )
Add a custom editviewdefs file
3. Browse to <install dir>/modules/Meetings/metadata

4. Copy editviewdefs.php

5. Paste it in <install dir>/custom/modules/Meetings/metadata/

Note: If the folder does not exist then create it. If a custom editviewdefs.php file exists then edit the existing file.

6. On line 55 you will find the line that includes jsclass_scheduler.js in the view.

7. Change the path to the jsclass_scheduler.js file in your custom directory

Choose a field to add

Next you will need to choose a field to add. It is best to add a field that is available in the Users, Contacts, and Leads since the scheduler search does a query against all of them. Custom fields can also be used but my require a few more line of code if they are named the same and available in every module that is searched. We are going to use the Mobile field. 
8. Browse to Admin -> Studio -> Contacts -> Fields -> phone_mobile
9. Note the name of the label: LBL_MOBILE_PHONE

10.  Note the field name: phone_mobile

Edit the list code
11. Edit  <install dir> \custom\modules\Meetings\jsclass_scheduler.js

On lines 59 through 66 you will see the code that displays the results list. 

12. Copy line 64 which looks like this:

13. Paste the code onto the following line. ( Line 65 ) 

14. Change LBL_PHONE to the label of your field. In this tutorial it is LBL_MOBILE_PHONE

 html += '<td scope="col" width="20%" class="listViewThS1" NOWRAP>'+GLOBAL_REGISTRY['meeting_strings']['LBL_MOBILE_PHONE']+'</td>';
On line 88 there is an if statement that detects if a field is undefined and fills it with a blank if it is. We need the same check for our new field.
15. Copy lines 88 through 90



if(typeof (bean.fields.phone_work) == 'undefined') {



bean.fields.phone_work = '';

}

16. Paste the code on the following line and change the phone_work reference to phone_mobile or the field that you have chosen to add. 

if(typeof (bean.fields.phone_work) == 'undefined') {



bean.fields.phone_mobile = '';

}

17. Copy line 100 


html += '<td class="'+className+'">'+bean.fields.phone_work+'</td>';
18. Paste the code on the following line ( Line 100) and change the phone_work refrence to phone_mobile or the field that you have chosen to add.
html += '<td class="'+className+'">'+bean.fields.phone_mobile+'</td>';
19. Go to the search query on line 159.
var query = {"modules":["Users","Contacts","Leads"],"group":"and","field_list":['id','full_name','email1','phone_work'],"conditions":conditions};
20. Add the new field to the field_list array. In this case we added phone_mobile.
var query = {"modules":["Users","Contacts","Leads"],"group":"and","field_list":['id','full_name','email1','phone_work','phone_mobile'],"conditions":conditions};
21. Clear your browser cache and Sugar cache if required and refresh the page.

22. Type a name in the search field, search, and view the newly added field in your list view.
